Families with alternate transportation options should consider those options before using the bus as there are
a limited number of seats available on each bus and transportation is not guaranteed.

IMPORTANT: Bus application is open to K-8th grade students; GSRP Preschool students are not eligible for
busing.

Timeline:

e March 18 to March 29: Early electronic sign up for returning students based on Intent to Return
completion condition (limited to 50% bus capacity)

July 7 to July 23: Electronic application up for all returning and new families (revised)

July 23 onwards: Paper application will still be accepted but will be placed directly on the waiting list
July 28 to August 8: Routes and Schedules created based on application details

August 11 to August 15: Placement offered to parents (or communication of waitlist). Parents must sign
and return a Bus Transportation Agreement to confirm acceptance of placement

e August 20: First day of school
